KEEP MEDICAID STRONG

Medicaid faces serious threats in states where enroliment barriers such as work reporting .
requirements, budget cuts, and moves to block grant or cap Medicaid funding are being

proposed. Actions like these prevent Medicaid from doing its job of providing health

insurance. We must prevent harmful changes that add costly administrative burden for

states while also taking away people’s health coverage.

KEEP CHILDREN COVERED
States have made historic gains in covering children. But, with coverage rates stalling or @,
headed in the wrong direction, we must double down on efforts to reach and enroll eligible
children, focus on system improvements to keep them covered, and ensure that parents
have health insurance, so they can keep themselves and their families healthy.
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
